Pocatello - Southeastern District Health Department announces a regional full-scale exercise to
prepare for pandemic flu. The month of July will be devoted to several different events that will lead
to the setup of alternate care sites in most of the counties in the district. Plans are being finalized, so
look for more updates in the future.

From July 1-15, the health district will conduct a public education campaign by giving presentations at
civic group meetings. The presentations include pandemic flu basic knowledge, expected impacts of
pandemic flu, how to protect your family from pandemic flu.

The health district will host a BlogEx, short for Blog Exercise, from July 14-29. During this exercise,
the health district will post a scenario update on the blog each morning, and all citizens, business
people, and government workers are encouraged to read the blog and comment on how the topic
might impact their lives. For example, the topic of the day might be disruption of supply chains, so
readers would leave comments on where they might get food if the grocery stores are empty. The

The health district will also conduct a table top exercise with coroners, funeral directors, and
cemetery managers on July 17, 2008, at the health district to review current plans regarding mass
fatalities from pandemic flu.

The month of exercises wraps up on July 30-31 when area hospitals will be setting up their alternate
care sites to care for pandemic flu patients. During a pandemic, citizens will be asked to stay home
when they are sick. This helps alleviate overcrowding at the hospitals. People without anyone to care
for them at home will be cared for in the alternate care sites.
